WORSHIP

101 Worship Greeter:
Arrive early to provide a warm
and friendly welcome to guests
and members as they come

to worship.

102 Usher:

(9th grade to adult. Younger chil-
dren may usher with their parent.)
Arrive early to distribute bulletins,
light the candles, distribute
Communion cups, and help with
seating. After the service, pick

up bulletins, put out the candles,
straighten the Worship Room,
and put loose offering in the safe
drawer.

106 Communion Set-Up:

8:30 am - Place bread and wine
on serving plate and place on the
altar; 10:30 am - Take bread and
wine from the altar to the set-up
room, clean and put away the
cup and plate.

107 Altar Linen Care:

Change colored altar hangings
(paraments) and care for altar
cloths (launder, iron, and mend
as needed); launder the dish
towels used in washing comm-
union ware. Be responsible

for one month at a time.

108 Tech Booth Volunteer:

Assist in the tech booth during
worship services (Sunday mornings
or Wednesday evenings) or other
events that require audio/visual
assistance. You will receive training
on how to use any or all of the
following: soundboard, cameras,
projected slides/videos, or inter-
acting with the livestream.
Volunteers will typically work with
our tech staff until fully trained.

112 Nursery Assistant:
Watch children in the nursery
room during special worship
services or other special events.

WORSHIP PLANNING TEAMS:
Help to dream and provide season-
ally appropriate opportunities to
connect worshipers more deeply
through the use of aesthetic,
multi-media, liturgical, and
other creative means.

115 - 8:30 am Traditional
worship service (Sunday)

116 - 10:30 am Contemporary
Worship service (Sunday)

117 - 6:00 pm Evening worship
service (Wednesday)

118 Offering Counter:

Each person will be trained
and put into a group. When it
is that group’s Sunday they will
arrange a time to count the
Wednesday & Sunday offering.

119 Special Events Planner:
Help plan special events.

120 Resurrection Choir:
Adult mixed choir. Rehearses
on Wednesdays at 7:15 pm,
September through May.

122 The King’s Men:
Men’s Chorus. Rehearsals
once a week. All ages welcome!

123 Galileans:

All ages are welcome!

124 Adult Bell Choir Ringers:
Adult handbell choir. Rehearsals
at 6:30 pm on Thursday.

125 Children’s Hand Bells:

Ring bells according to the colors
on the cards that are held up.
Special music as scheduled;

no rehearsals necessary.

126 Contemporary Band:

A contemporary praise and
worship band that plays at the
10:30 am service. Rehearsals are
scheduled as needed. Additional
meetings are periodically held.
Auditions required.

127 Instrumentalist:

(2nd grade to adult)

Brass, woodwind, string,
percussion, and pianists are
needed for special music and
concerts. This could be for a solo
or in a group. All abilities welcome.
Please list what instruments

you play at the bottom of your
Response Form.

128 Special Music:

Soloists or small groups to provide
special music at Christmas or other
special services, either vocal or
instrumental.

130 Wednesday Evening

Music Team:

Singers, pianist/keyboard players,
and guitarists needed to participate
in a worship team to lead an
“acoustic contemporary” service
on Wednesday evenings.

133 Bake Communion Bread:
Bake bread for communion.
Recipe is provided.

Pray for LCR programs, ministries,
and persons requesting prayer
support.

209 Woodworking Group:
Work on woodworking projects
for the church and community.
Projects are done as requests
come in and time allows.

210 Comforting Hands:

Help make tied quilts for Lutheran
World Relief, local ministries, and
disadvantaged people in our area.
We meet at the church on Monday
mornings from 9:00-11:30 am.

We also need people to cut
squares and/or sew squares
together in your home.

211 Baptismal Quilts:

Help make quilts to be given
to infants and small children
at their baptisms.

212 Habitat for Humanity:
Assist with building, painting,
landscaping, or on-site meals.
Your contact info will be given
to the volunteer coordinator
at Habitat for Humanity.

The FLY program prepares sack
lunches in the summer for local
students in need. >>>

Be a blood donor in support of
the Marion Lutheran Churches
blood drives. Drives occur three
times each year in the LCR
fellowship hall.

233 Deliveries to the Churches

of Marion Food Pantry & Helping
Hands Clothing Closet:

Deliver donated food and clothing
here at the church to the Mission
once a month. Best time for
deliveries is between 10 am

and 2 pm.

Stephen Ministers
receive 50 hours of training in
order to be equipped for this
important ministry of bringing
Christ’s love and care to people
during a time of need.

education. Stephen Leaders are
trained online in a course called
Bridge Training Course through
Stephen Ministries.
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301 Outreach Team:

Invite and welcome friends, neigh-
bors, and visitors to our community
of faith. Evaluate Resurrection’s
invitation and hospitality practices
and consider new ideas to broaden
and improve our welcome.

306 Visitors Hospitality Team
Extend hospitality to visitors at LCR
before worship services or special
events. Actively look for visitors
and engage with them. Provide

a warm welcome, information,
directions, and any other help

that is needed.
